Of  579,708-Sq.-Ft. Southern California Distribution Building

The LEED certified building is 579,708 square feet and SRG is building out 12,600 square feet as office space, Lukanish said.
Founded in downtown Los Angeles in 1962 by Joseph Fallas, National Stores operates 325 stores in 22 states and Puerto Rico as Fallas Paredes, Fallas Discount Stores, Fallas Kid Stores and Factory 2U.  The merchandiser sells brand-name and private-label clothing along with shoes and home décor.
The state-of-the-art building at 3900 Indian Avenue has 109 dock-high doors and secured parking for 138 trailers.
